An article in the February 2008 issue of Car Collector Magazine discussed a lawsuit regarding 

a vehicleõs misrepresentation. 
 

It seems ð way back in 1999 - a gentleman in New York (Mr.Dimmer) paid $192,500 to the 

seller (Mr. Smith) who represented the car as an authentic 1967 Repco Brabham BT24-3,  

òa unique car with an interesting racing history.ó  

Dimmer further alleged that the person who owned the car before Mr. Smith told him that 

the car was built in 1967 by Jack Brabham, fitted with a Repco engine, and sold in 1969 to in-

ternationally acclaimed race driver Silvio Moser. 
 

Before he bought the car, Dimmer attempted to verify the vehicleõs authenticity ð but did not 

pursue that to its conclusion.  After the purchase, a former Silvio Moser racing team mechanic 

told Dimmer he believed the vehicle was only a replica.  Sometime later, Dimmer agreed to 

sell the vehicle to another person for $395,000.  That person gave him a $30,000 down pay-

ment, investigated the vehicleõs history, and declined to complete the purchase because the car 

was not authentic. 

Dimmer sued everybody. 

Thereõs a lot of legal mumbo jumbo here that wonõt do any good to repeat.  The case was de-

cided against Dimmer.  Essentially, the court said that because he failed to determine the vehi-

cleõs authenticity when he bought the car he subsequently had no cause of action to sue any-

one when the prospective buyer discovered that the car was not authentic.
