An article in the August 2000 issue of Car Collector Magazine discussed a court case regarding storage of an automobile and whether or not 

payment for storage was applicable. 

It seems that in 1981, a Mrs. Hosler asked a Mr. Gleason to store her 1941 Cadillac in his heated shop.  At this time she did not inform Mr. 

Gleason as to how long she wanted to store the car in his shop but she did indicate that at some point she might have the car restored (by Mr. 

Gleason).  They did not speak again until 1987 when Mrs. Hosler came by to inspect her car after a fire in Gleasonõs building.  She was satisfied 

with the condition of the car and did not say anything about removing it or what she wanted to do with it.  Thereafter, they had no further 

conversations. 

Mrs. Hosler died sometime in 1991.  While Mr. Gleason was away, someone (connected to her estate) took Mrs. Hoslerõs 1941 Cadillac.  Mr. 

Gleason was upset and stated that he would have charged a storage fee had he been present. 

Mr. Gleason sued for $9,600 asserting he was owed $50 per month for unpaid storage.  Mr. Gleason lost.  It has something to do with a legal 

term called òquantum meruit.ó  Basically, it boiled down to this. 

In the 9 plus years that Mrs. Hosler had her car at Mr. Gleasonõs business, he never once billed her for storage, spoke with her regarding a 

storage fee, or obtained a written agreement with respect to storage fees.  In addition, the Hoslerõs estate asserted (and the Court agreed) that 

the restoration of the Cadillac had always been wholly up to Mr. Gleason at his convenience.
